Old Business 

Marketing Grant ς The Chamber, City, MOH and Pioneer Village applied for a marketing grant last November and were 

approved to spend $7,000 for a 2/3 page ad in the NE Travel Guide. After months of inquiries Marcia finally found out 

that the publication is ready for the ad and the deadline is only 3 weeks away. The entire amount of the ad will need to 

be paid up front and submitted to NE Tourism Department. Repayment will be made in March of 2019. We will be   

reimbursed for 75% of that cost. 

Bandfest October 13 ς Currently we have 20 bands registered for the parade and 3 for the field. More are expected to 

come in as we get closer. Deadline is next Friday. Michelle Edgecombe will be handling the concession stand again and 

is looking for donations of individually wrapped bars, cookies, and other homemade goodies. 

USA Video Promotion ς As yet Marcia has received no response from USA. 

Christmas Festival ς New addition potentially being discussed is having breweries from Hwy 6 & 34 do an event at       

Breakaway (Thunderhead, Lost Way, First Street and Steeple). A representative attended the Christmas meeting and is
